Student Action Guidelines for Preventing COVID-19 Infection (Updated on May 22nd)

On 14th May, the government revised the previous policy that had applied emergency

measures to all prefectures, and the state of emergency was maintained only for Hokkaido,

Saitama, Chiba, Tokyo, Kanagawa, Kyoto, Osaka, and Hyogo. On 21st May, the areas were

limited to Hokkaido, Saitama, Chiba, Tokyo, and Kanagawa.

In response to this situation, on 15th May, Fukui prefecture decided to remove the closure

request for universities on 17th May and declared a new policy to be applied until 31st May.

Based on those situations, please keep in mind the points below for the time being in order

to minimize the risk of infection:

1. Basic Policy

(1) Take infection control measures thoroughly, such as by maintaining space between

people by keeping 2 meters apart (or 1 meter at the very least) and by practicing correct

coughing etiquette and hand washing on a regular basis.
(2) Take action for preventing situations in which the three following conditions overlap:
(D Closed spaces with bad ventilation
(2) Crowded places with many people nearby
(3 Close-contact settings such as close-range conversations

(3) Refrain from going to university unless absolutely necessary.

2. Concrete Measures
(1) Daily Precautions
O Do not go in and out of places with a high infection risk because of poor ventilation

and/or crowds of people. Refrain from going to facilities with a high risk of the 3Cs,




especially such as karaoke, gyms, live music clubs, or restaurants with entertainment.

O Parties where many people eat and drink together for a long time are prohibited.

O Make every effort to prevent infectious diseases and stay healthy by washing hands
with soap or alcohol disinfectant frequently and obeying coughing etiquette.

OAvoid close contact with large numbers of unspecified people, especially kids or the
elderly, and do not take actions which make infection follow-up difficult.

O Avoid conversations at close range or in a loud voice and maintain space between

people by keeping 2 meters apart (or 1 meter at the very least). When necessary, wear

a mask to prevent spitting/spraying as you speak.

O Take your temperature at a designated time, record it in the “Health Checklist” in
Attachment 1 to check your health condition. The form for Matsuoka campus is
different from that for Bunkyo and Tsuruga campuses. In addition, Matsuoka campus
has created a system that enables health checks on the web. We'll keep you updated
once it’s completed. Keep the health checklist by yourself and submit it on the
university’s requests.

O Try to have enough sleep, moderate exercise, and a balanced diet.

O Refrain from moving beyond your residential area (and the prefectural border) unless

absolutely necessary, such as returning to your hometown or traveling somewhere.

Overseas travel is especially prohibited regardless of travel alert levels. In case you
unavoidably must return from overseas, or enter Fukui prefecture from areas in which

the state of emergency is still declared (The University of Fukui regards Hokkaido,

Saitama, Chiba, Tokyo, Kanagawa, Kyoto, Osaka, and Hyogo as those areas until 31st

May, in order to prevent the spread of infection. The same shall apply hereinafter.) for

classes, stay home for two weeks after entering Fukui and manage your health

condition with the “health checklist” in Attachment 1. If you have any changes in your
health condition, contact the [Contact Information @), @), or G)] at the bottom of this
notice and take necessary measures.

(2) Precautions in classes and research activities

OSince classes are basically all conducted via the Internet, students should join them from

at home. In case you do not have equipment like a PC or a good communication
environment at home and find it difficult to prepare such an environment, you may be
allowed to use a computer room in the university upon prior application to prevent the
3Cs situation. Such students should contact the [Contact Information @), @), or G)].

OAfter 1st June, it is possible to conduct classes such as experiments or practical training,

which are difficult to do through distance learning, on campus with sufficient

consideration for infection risks by avoiding the 3Cs and providing sufficient ventilation




(about 10 minutes per hour). Decentralization of classes, or changing the class semester,

will also be considered to reduce the risk. Students should follow the instructor's

directions.

OResearch activities and student guidance in laboratories may be carried out when the

dean of each school or graduate school deems that unavoidable after taking measures

to avoid the 3Cs. Since students' consent is required for such implementation, students

have to show a confirmation of their intentions by following their supervisor's directions

before going to the university.

(3) Precautions in case you have any symptoms of a cold such as a fever, cough, or general
malaise:

O If you have any cold symptoms, such as a fever, cough, or general malaise, tell your

student ID, name, physical condition, and the course of the symptoms by e-mail to

the [Contact Information @O, @, or B)] at the bottom of this notice and obey any

instructions from university.

*On Bunkyo campus, students must send an e-mail to class teachers at the e-mail address
on the syllabus when they are not able to join classes.

O In case your friends or family members living with you are diagnosed with COVID-19,
or you have close contact with someone else who is, contact the [Contact Information Q,
@, or ®] at the bottom of this notice by e-mail or phone and obey any instructions from
university.

(4) Precautions in extracurricular activities, university life, study support, etc.

O All extracurricular activities should be basically refrained from. Sports’ trips,

competitions, training camps, parties with eating and drinking, or any activities on

campus must be prohibited.

O Regarding lunch at the co-op cafeteria, follow the instructions of the co-op, such as
washing hands and disinfecting with alcohol, refraining from talking in the cafeteria,
and leaving there once you finish your meal. In addition, the number of eating places
should be spread out by eating lunch outside or in unused lecture rooms. Those who
are in a bad health condition must refrain from entering the cafeteria and stay home.

O When your financial condition changes, and you find it difficult to pay the tuition fees
or need a scholarship, contact the [Contact Information D or @] at the bottom of this
notice.

O Regarding part-time jobs, students should confirm that proper measures for preventing

infection are being taken. Working at facilities with a high risk of the 3Cs, especially

such as karaoke, gyms, live music clubs, or restaurants with entertainment must be

prohibited. If you need a scholarship due to reduced income, please contact the



[Contact Information @] below.

O Application procedures for tuition waivers or scholarships are not conducted face-to-
face. Deliveries of application documents are basically conducted by post (simple
registered mail or certificate of mailing). If you have any questions or concerns, please
contact the [Contact Information @) or @] below.

OCounter services, such as issuing certificates or course consultation, are basically not

conducted on campus and should be conducted by mail or e-mail. When you come to

university for experiments or practical training after 1st June, face-to-face

communication will be allowed.

ORegarding job hunting, try to do your research of businesses by using the information
provided on the Internet, SNS, and by companies. Refrain from visiting OBs or OGs
and instead negotiate whether you can talk on the phone or over the Internet. When you
are unable to prepare an environment for taking a web interview for the recruitment
exam, contact the [Contact Information @] below. If you must go out or away for job
hunting, be extremely careful about infection prevention and record your actions. In

addition, in case you move to areas in which the state of emergency applies, take the

same measures as set out above in “2 (1) Daily Precautions.”
